9. Order of pulling will be determined at registration.

10. Discrepancies must be brought to an official’s attention before you leave the track.

11. All tires and hoods must be on while pulling.

12. Your tractor must have weight brackets, no weights are allowed on the driver’s platform or seat.
13. Tires can be only two sizes larger than normal.

14. There is a 100 Ib. grace over listed weight classes.

15. You will weigh in with the driver (must be person who will be driving).

16. Your draw bar must not be over 207, and it must be a minimum of 18” from the center of axle to
the center of drawbar hole.

17. Your pull will end if the front end comes up more than 20”; pull distance is measured at that poin
18. Torque arhpliﬁers can be shifted once during pull.
19. If you want to repull, stop before 50°. Only one re-pull is allowed.

20. The 1% puller of each class has the option to pull over in 3" position, but you must notify the
flagman immediately. Only one repull is allowed.
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
