- All ceramic exhibits are required to have initials and date etched visible on the bottom of the exhibit, or exhibit 
       will be dropped one ribbon placing

a) If bringing the same items they must be completed using different techniques (example:  a 
member wants to make 3 rabbits, 1 could be stained, 2nd dry-brushed, and the 3rd glazed) 

b) Three different items may be exhibited using the same technique (example:  a rabbit, a dragon, 
and a bear using the dry-brushed technique)
